The best single reference book apart from Sabo’s Historic Indians of Arkansas is Handbook of North American Indians, Volume 14, Southeast, edited by Raymond D. Fogelson.  Smithsonian Institution, 2004.

The volumes in this 20 volume series are divided on the basis of major language and cultural groupings.  Chapters deal with history, culture, pre history, language, and other topics.
Handbook of North American Indians, Volume 13, Plains, Parts I and II (two volume set) includes chapters on the Osage and Quapaw, included in this volume because the Dheghia Siouan language group lumps them in with several other plains prairie groups from Kansas, Nebraska, Iowa, etc.

Arkansas, A Narrative History, by Whayne, DeBlack, Sabo and Arnold has good information in it about Indians in Arkansas in historic times.  U of Ark Press.
The Territorial Papers of the United States,   Volumes XIII, XIV, XV, XIX, XX, and XXI all contain original documents about Territorial Affairs in Louisiana and, later, Arkansas Territory up to Statehood.  Many of these documents are about Indian Affairs, including letters from Tribes living in Arkansas to Agents and other officials here and in Washington, and correspondence among Government officials about Indian Affairs. 
There was a good series, written for ‘young adults’ featuring different tribes, published by Chelsea House.  It’s defunct now, but most volumes that they did put out can still be acquired used, or new, through Amazon and other sources.  There are these relevant volumes.  They would make excellent reference books for staff and docents.
