The Brownlee and McVicar houses
introduce students to daily living in 1840s Arkansas. The families’ stories
connect to national issues like Westward Expansion, the industrial revolution
and slavery in pre-Civil War Arkansas. Experience the recreated Brownlee
kitchen, slave quarter, smoke house and well—the region’s most authentic
urban 1840s backyard.
